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4.4 Milton-Madison Bridge 
The bridge (Figure 7) was constructed in 1928 & 1929 by J.G. White Engineering 
Corporation of New York City.  It was opened to traffic on December 20, 1929.  The 
bridge is 3,181 ft. in total length consists of three 150 ft. steel deck truss spans; one 150 
ft. through truss steel span; one 254 ft. through truss steel span; one 727 ft. through 
truss steel span; two 600 ft. through truss steel spans, and one 78 ft. steel plate girder 
span.  The piers and abutments are concrete and the floor is concrete, providing a 20 ft. 
roadway.  The floor of the bridge is approximately 100 feet above the low water level.  
At normal river stage, four piers are in the river. All of these, in addition to another land 
pier on the Kentucky side, are all piers that support the main spans and are carried to 
solid rock.   
 
Several documents produced by or for Kentucky and Indiana have classified the bridge 
as both a significant resource by the 1996 Kentucky Statewide Historic Bridge Survey 
and as an outstanding resource in the 1989 Jefferson County Interim Report.  In 
addition, the Kentucky Heritage Council and Indiana Division of Historic Preservation & 
Archaeology have concurred that the bridge is eligible for the National Register under 
Criterion A & C.

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5. Conclusions

In addition, individual properties that have been previously determined eligible or 
potentially eligible are also present within the project area including the Milton-Madison 
Bridge itself, as are properties that have an undetermined status.    
 
A cultural resource assessment will be required to identify cultural historic sites in the 
proposed alternatives and then to determine if the sites are eligible for listing on the 
National Register of Historic Places.    
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
