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• Cedar Cliffs Park is located on the ridgetop in Madison, east of the existing 

bridge.  
• Clifty Falls State Park is located at the northern boundary of the study area, west 

of downtown Madison.  The park includes hiking trails, camping, dining, meeting 
spaces, and scenic overlooks of the historic area.  

 
Section 4(f) of the 1966 Department of Transportation Act protects lands from publicly 
owned parks, recreational areas, wildlife refuges, and historic sites.   
 
Section 6(f) of the Land and Water Conservation Fund Act provides funding to establish 
properties that preserve, develop, and provide accessibility to outdoor recreation areas.  
These are a specific subset of Section 4(f) properties and are also subject to stringent 
protection against non-recreational uses.  A records check of the National Park Service 
database indicates that there are no Section 6(f) resources within the study area; a park 
in Bedford and the Clifty Falls Park in Madison are the nearest 6(f) properties.   
 

5.3.2 Schools 
There are several public schools in the study area.  In Madison, Lydia Middleton 
Elementary School is located on Main Street at Mill Street and Eggleston Elementary 
School is located on East Street approaching Main Street.  Milton Elementary School is 
located in Upper Milton, around 1.6 miles south of the intersection of US 421 and KY 
625.  Other schools serving the study area population are listed in Attachment B. 
 

 5.3.3 Churches 
There are many churches located within the study area in both states.  Seven are 
located near the river on the lowest levels of the terraced area.  Two are located in 
Lower Milton: Milton Christian Church and Milton Wesleyan Church, both east of the 
existing bridge.  Five churches have been identified in Lower Madison: Madison 
Presbyterian Church, Trinity United Methodist Church, Christ Episcopal Church, Pilgrim 
Holiness Church, and Prince of Peace Catholic Church.  An expanded list of other 
religious centers in the study area is included as Attachment B to this report.  
 

5.3.4 Other Community Features 
There are a variety of other community features within the study area.  Key resources 
are described below and presented in Figure 6.   

• The Madison-Jefferson County Public Library is located on Main Street near the 
intersection with Broadway.   

• King’s Daughters Hospital is located on the northern side of downtown Madison, 
west of US 421.  It provides primary health care and emergency services for the 
region.  The hospital is currently acquiring property to move to Upper Madison. 

• Clifty Creek Power Plant is located on the Indiana shore of the Ohio River, west 
of Madison.  This coal-fired electric plant is owned by the Indiana-Kentucky 
Electric Company, a subsidiary of the Ohio Valley Electric Corporation.

• Historic structures are found throughout the study area and these are discussed 
in more detail in the 2009 Cultural-Historic White Paper for the current Milton-
Madison Bridge project. 

5.4 Farmland  
There is an extensive amount of farmland in the study area, mainly on the Kentucky 
side of the river. It should be noted that any farmland that may need to be acquired for 
this project and will be subsequently classified as non-farm use must be assessed by 
the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA).  According to the USDA’s National 
Resources Conservation Service (NRCS), the Farmland Protection Policy Act (FPPA) is 
“intended to minimize the impact Federal programs have on the unnecessary and 
irreversible conversion of farmland to nonagricultural uses.”  For the purpose of impact 
analysis of the Milton Madison Bridge study area, farmland includes prime farmland, 
unique farmland, and land of statewide or local importance. Farmland subject to FPPA 
requirements does not have to be currently used for cropland. It can be forest land, 
pastureland, cropland, or other land, but not water or urban built-up land. NRCS states 
that projects completed by a Federal agency, or with assistance from a Federal agency, 
that are subject to FPPA include, but are not limited to: 

• State highway construction projects, (through the Federal Highway 
Administration) 

• Federal agency projects that convert farmland  
• Other projects completed with Federal assistance 
 

Should any farmland be impacted by this project, an assessment will need to be 
completed on NRCS Form AD-1006, Farmland Conversion Impact Rating. NRCS uses 
a land evaluation and site assessment (LESA) system to establish a farmland 
conversion impact rating score on proposed sites of federally funded and assisted 
projects. This score is used as an indicator for the project sponsor to consider 
alternative sites if the potential adverse impacts on the farmland exceed the 
recommended allowable level.4
